Arch the Strut to
fit the other end into the fitting
at the back of the bottom wing.
Repeat with the remaining Wing
Brace Struts. (diagram D)

Remove the End Cap from the
Center Body Strut and slide the
Propeller onto the Strut. Replace

Attach flying line to tow loop on
the front of the kite.
